	The goal of this course is for students to improve their acting technique: external and internal technique (psychotechnics), which is a prerequisite for

independent shaping of the role with the use of acting means and acting tools. Improving acting technique

is realized by researching the works of Sophocles, Euripides, Aeschylus, other writers of the Antiquity period and writers of classicism whose works

enable the application of acting techniques to the dramatic text and the role itself. 
After completing the course, the student will be able to:

1. Define the term acting technique

2. Develop characteristic techniques and technical means in acting

3. Develop basic voice techniques and the ability to use one's own voice

4. Recognize the elements of speech technique and apply them in their acting tasks

5. Recognize the elements of stage movement technique and create their own body in different stage tasks

6. Integrate internal psychotechnical drivers (thinking, feeling and will) into stage tasks

7. Connect different acting techniques in working on the character and role
