	Brief course description

	During the course following topics will be introduced and discussed: working in a team, animation of body parts on topic given; creating own puppets (team work) on a topic given, using improvisation objects; work with a professional puppet (team work) till students reach mathematic precision; work with a professional puppet (team work) – themes suggested by students; animation of puppets and giving them certain character traits, on topics given; studious analysis of characters and animation which go together with a certain puppet.

	Form of teaching
	Individual exercises, team work/tasks, discussions, mentoring by a teacher, visual materials. 

Optional: workshops if needed (it is possible to acknowledge some workshops attended beside the course but with familiar content).

	Form of assessment
	Students have to attend classes regularly. In order to have their student's book signed they have to attend at least 90% of classes and do their tasks and homework. Their work is assessed during the whole semester and they can obtain 100 points out of a maximum of 100 points:   

10 points – active participating during the course (creativity, taking part in tasks and discussions) and going to theatre to see puppet performances

10 points – practical tasks during the course (showing études, team tasks)

10 points – homework (creating and practicing études on topic given)

10 points – looking for possibilities of expressing through specific characteristics of animation in pairs

10 points – projects – preparing dramaturgical wholeness of exam études 

20 points – preliminary exam (chosen études are shown and graded)

30 points – final exam, open to public. There is only one final exam at the end of the semester, so students are obliged to take this exam.
