	During the course following topics will be introduced and discussed: basic characteristics of different forms and differences among genres; 20th century poetics (Decroux, Meyerhold, Marcelle Marceau, Jacques Lecoque, Copeau, Grotowski, Barba). Mime, mask (neutral and character), clown, physical description of characters in genres (comedia dell'arte, comedy, grotesque).

	Form of teaching
	Lectures, seminars, discussions on certain topics, demonstration of techniques, students' work on their own scenes, improvisations. 

Optional: guest teachers will be invited to have a class, held a lecture, or a workshop on different topics connected with the main idea of the course (15 class hours). By attending it and finishing it successfully students can get 1 ECTS which will be included in 3 ECTS - the maximum number of ETCS that this course can have.

	Form of assessment
	Students have to attend classes regularly. In order to have their student's book signed they have to attend at least 90% of classes and do their tasks and homework. Their work is assessed during the whole semester and they can obtain 100 points out of a maximum of 100 points:

20 points – active participating in the classes (discussions, going to theatre to see performances)

30 points – individual sequences and scenes, practical exercises and tasks

20 points – preliminary exam (how to use basic techniques, understanding of form and its characteristics)

30 points – final exam, open for public (where students apply everything they have learnt). There is only one final exam at the end of the semester, so students are obliged to take this exam.
