	The immediate and long-term goals of the course Reading orchestral scores is endless. The most direct is the development of the overall perception of the piece and its adoption in terms of appropriate technical performance. It strives to develop the general musicality, quality, and correct interpretation of the score based on a good knowledge and perception of the specific piece of music in terms of the choice of compositional technique in which it was created, orchestral shaping, choice of instrumentation, and overall sublimation of the orchestral chord. One of the goals is to provide basic information about the original forms of scores by composers from different periods of music history. It also strives to develop the interpretation and selection of particularly exposed and less exposed parts of the score (polyphonic works are an exception).
